Bottom of permafrost is about 325 ft BGL

This is why they are called trumpet diagrams.  The spread at the top (near surface)
shows seasonal variations in temperature…….looks kinda like a trumpet bell…..

This inflection is important! Pay attention now…….

If global ambient temps were in stasis, this would be the slope 

If the slope continued like this,
it would show "Global Cooling"

If global warming was occuring,
 this would be the slope
AND IT IS………………….
